g. ACTION: JI to circulate new CV file later today – DONE
h. Question: Should we add CV values for dayparts?

i. JI doesn’t want to mix the daypart values into the existing Recurrence CV values. If we want to create a CV it should be in its own.

ii. There are lots of possibilities available; they vary by region and medium. We could publish a subset of values which are relatively generic and common, or we could leave it alone and let people develop their own regional vocabularies.
iii. DECISION: It would be premature for us to publish a CV at this time. No action
i. Carl Rambert proposed a color CV value of “FullColor” with explicit meaning
i. DECISIONS – ACTIONS JI (CV 44):
· Edit the description of ProcessColor to remove the suggestion to use it when no specific colors are specified; implication of the description should be that this CV value is always accompanied by additional information about what colors to use, but without forcing existing implementations to retool.
· Add four new values:

a. FullColor – “all four process colors: CMYK”

b. FullColorMetallic

c. FullColorSpot

d. FullColorMetallicSpot

7. Dayparts
a. UW and TS have written new text in MP Usage about the handling of dayparts via the RecurrencePattern  element.

b. We consider the use of RecurrencePattern to be a temporary fix. In the long run we’d rather create a dedicated structure for dayparts. 

c. ACTION: TS to fix the reference to Dayparts in Bookings Usage so it parallels what we wrote in MP.

d. ACTION: Add to MP and Bookings usage yellow Notes that we are considering adding a dedicated Daypart structure in the future and would welcome input as to whether this is a good idea and what its capabilities should be.
e. ACTION: Put a note in the daypart FAQs reminding that trading partners need to agree on the meaning and text of the daypart codes they will use (as always).

8. Ad Ticket
a. Status
i. Carl Rambert found several bugs during the week which Jay fixed, reissuing the pack each time

b. Carl Rambert asks whether we are planning to offer Ad Ticket panels that will run in CS4

i. Answer is “no” unless he volunteers to create them! We don’t have the bandwidth in the group, and in any case too late for this release.

ii. Would Carl like to create some?
9. Website 
a. It would be good to have a location where we can post resources that are not part of the official Framework, either created by us in between framework releases, or provided by others. For example: New media pack sample files, which we are not likely to complete in the next week; or the Ad Ticket panels mentioned above. ACTION UW to sort this.
b. QUESTION: Does Framework 3.5 R2 replace 3.5 R1? DECISION: YES. We will move 3.5 R1 to the archives and put 3.5 R2 in its place on the Download Latest page.

Appendix A: AdsML Code of Conduct

Copyright Acknowledgement: The AdsML Code of Conduct is based on the “OTA Code of Conduct”, Page ix of "OpenTravel™ Alliance Message Specifications – Publication 2001A", September 27, 2001, Copyright © 2001. OpenTravel™ Alliance, Inc.

“AdsML Code of Conduct
The AdsML Code of Conduct governs AdsML™ Consortium activities. A reading or reference to the AdsML Code of Conduct begins every AdsML activity, whether a meeting of the AdsML Consortium, AdsML Working Groups, or AdsML conference calls to resolve a technical issue. The AdsML Code of Conduct says:

Trade associations are perfectly lawful organizations. However, since a trade association is, by definition, an organization of competitors, AdsML Consortium members must take precautions to ensure that we do not engage in activities which can be interpreted as violating anti-trust or other unfair competition laws.

For any activity which is deemed to unreasonably restrain trade, AdsML, its members and individual representatives may be subject to severe legal penalties, regardless of our otherwise beneficial objectives. It is important to realize, therefore, that an action that may seem to make "good business sense" can injure competition and therefore be prohibited under the antitrust or unfair competition laws.

To ensure that we conduct all meetings and gatherings in strict compliance with any such laws and agreements in any part of the world, the AdsML Code of Conduct is to be distributed and/or read aloud at all such gatherings.

· There shall be no discussion of rates, fares, surcharges, conditions, terms or prices of services, allocating or sharing of customers, or refusing to deal with a particular supplier or class of suppliers. Neither serious nor flippant remarks about such subjects will be permitted.

· AdsML shall not issue recommendations about any of the above subjects or distribute to its members any publication concerning such matters. No discussions that directly or indirectly fix purchase or selling prices may take place.

· There shall be no discussions of members’ marketing, pricing or service plans.

· All AdsML related meetings shall be conducted in accordance with a previously prepared and distributed agenda.

· If you are uncomfortable about the direction that you believe a discussion is heading, you should say so promptly.

Members may have varying views about issues that AdsML deals with. They are encouraged to express themselves in AdsML activities. However, official AdsML communications to the public are the sole responsibility of the AdsML Consortium. To avoid creating confusion among the public, therefore, the Steering Committee must approve press releases and any other forms of official AdsML communications to the public before they are released.”
